However, the past two years became a
turning point in my faith.

| faced a lot of challenges—friendship struggles, the loss of my grandfather, and the
difficulty of finding a job after graduating. Losing my grandfather was especially
heartbreaking, as it was the first time | had experienced the death of a close family member.
On top of that, the first job | landed turned out to be a terrible experience. | was
overwhelmed, depressed, and couldn’t understand why God made my life so difficult or why
| seemed to face one hardship after another.

One day, | stumbled upon an Our Daily Bread article titled “| Don't Want to Drag My Feet to Work Anymore” by
Eleanor Chan. Her words deeply resonated with me and sparked a change in my perspective. She wrote that, “Finding
rest in God does not mean that my worries will be gone in an instant. Rather, it means that | can entrust them all to Him.”

The article encouraged me to start reading Our Daily Bread regularly on my bus rides to work and | began praying
more often. While my problems didn’t immediately vanish, | gradually found a sense of peace. | realised that, even in my
hardest moments, | wasn’t facing them alone because God was with me every step of the way.

Just as the
servants’ faith allowed them to witness a miracle, our faith-filled actions invite Jesus to work
through us. This dynamic partnership between divine power and human trust leads to
transformation.

Co-Working with Christ

Jesus’ choice to involve the servants in His miracle highlights the beauty of co-working with
Him. He could have created the wine independently, but He invited human participation. This
partnership emphasizes that our obedience and faith matter. When we step forward with a willing
spirit, we align ourselves with God’s purposes and become channels of His extraordinary work.

In our daily lives, co-working with Christ may mean taking small steps of obedience, such as
reaching out to someone in need, offering our talents for His glory, or trusting Him in uncertain
circumstances.
